at how little the people in the
Philippines got, for example, we
can call an ambulance if we need
one and we do not have to pay
but in the Philippines if you call an

£600 for it and then sometimes it
doesn’t come!

Professor Briones also told us

a story about a boy who died
because he did not have the
money for treatment and every
hospital he went to told him that
they could not treat him because
he had no money.

Professor Briones talked to us
about how important youth action
and participation is to help build a
more equal world. We feel that we
should work together to make the
world a better place so that there
is good education and health care
for everyone.

On Monday 7™ December Ms
Williams and Ms Sinha-Das
organised a meeting for the
parents of children in Year 7

who are in Swanlea’s specially
created Level 3 English classes.
These classes operate alongside
mainstream English classes for
Year 7 students and are designed
to give students at Level 3 an
additional boost by being taught in
small class sizes where they can
be given more one-to-one time.

Monday’s meeting was the first
of three meetings that will be
arranged for the Level 3 parents.

The next session will
be in the spring term and will be
based on Writing skills, while the
session in the summer term will
focus on Speaking and Listening
skills.
